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Abortion Numbers Reach Lowest Level in 30 Years, 25 % Decline Since 1990
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) -- A new report by an organization affiliated with Planned Parenthood finds that the number of
abortions nationwide have fallen to their lowest point in 30 years and have declined 25 percent since 1990. Pro-life groups point to
laws limiting abortions, the effectiveness of pregnancy centers and abstinence education as the reason why. The Alan Guttmacher
Institute report finds just over 1.2 million abortions in the United States in 2005, down nearly 25% from their high of 1.6 million in
1990. The number of abortions are now at their lowest point since 1.179 million in 1976. Additionally, the report shows the abortion
rate (the number of abortions per 1,000 women age 15-44) down to 19.4 per thousand -- the lowest since 1974. That was the first
full year following the Roe v. Wade decision. Dr. Randall O'Bannon, the director of research and education for National Right to Life,
told LifeNews.com the new figures are welcome news. "Today's numbers confirm what we have known for years -- if women seeking abortion are fully
informed about the risks surrounding abortion, the development of their unborn child, and public and private assistance available in their area, they are
more likely to reject the idea of abortion," he said. Full story at LifeNews.com.

West Coast Walk for Life Sees Record 25,000 Pro-Lif e People Participate

San Francisco, CA (LifeNews.com) -- A record 25,000 pro-life people participated in the annual West Coast Walk for Life over the weekend. The
event is a way for residents of western states to be able to demonstrate their pro-life values without having to make the trip to

across the country to Washington for the annual March for Life. The event also focuses on more modern presentations of the

pro-life message to the more liberal populations on the Left Coast. Walkers paraded down thee streets of San Francisco after

hearing from Alveda King, the niece of Martin Luther King, Jr., and Gianna Jessen, a woman who survived an abortion, at a

pre-walk rally. Only about 250 pro-abortion protesters showed up to hurl insults and wave their banners in the faces of those

attending the walk. "I was aborted and did not die," Jessen told the crowd. Instead, "the abortionist signed my birth certificate.”

King compared the pro-life movement with the struggle her family endured for civil rights for African Americans. "My uncle said

injustice anywhere is injustice everywhere," King said.

Abortion Practitioner George Tiller Doesn't Turn Ov  er Files, Appeal on Friday

Wichita, KS (LifeNews.com) -- Abortion practitioner George Tiller didn't turn over any of the 2,000 medical files on late-term

abortions he's done as a judge ordered him to do on Wednesday. Instead, his attorneys are working on an appeal to the Kansas

Supreme Court and the judge will hold another hearing in the case. Tiller faces both charges from the state attorney general that he

did illegal late-term abortions and a grand jury probe contending he violated the law others times over the last five years. On

Wednesday, retired Sedgwick County District Judge Paul Buchanan rejected arguments from his attorneys and a national pro-

abortion law firm that relinquishing the records would invade the privacy of the women involved. He told Tiller's attorneys to turn

over the records to the district attorney's office by noon today. They didn't do so and worked on the high court appeal instead. As a result, Judge
Buchanan set another hearing for Friday morning where Tiller's attorneys are expected to ask for more concessions to get more time to turn over the
files or to be able to mark out more information on them.
