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HB 184 needs to be defeated.  The passage of this bill would not give the parental notification law a
fair hearing with the N.H. courts.  The fact that the United States Supreme Court did not affirm the
circuit court decision meant that it realized that the concept of parental notification has significant
merit. The U.S. Supreme Court wants the state of N.H. to be the decision maker. Let us give our
judiciary a chance to act upon the directives of the U.S. Supreme Court.

  HB 184 is merely a contrived attempt to usurp this process and to facilitate abortion on demand for
minors. A life and death decision (and we are talking about the future of an unborn child and the
future of the mother) should never be made in a vacuum.  Young women who feel that they are
pushed into a corner and have only one choice need another voice; they need to understand fully the
ramifications of their decision. A parental notification law would send a message to young women
that constructive communication with their parents is vital.  It would allow for input from them
about a decision that is known to affect women for many years physically and psychologically. Post
Abortive syndrome can persist for the remainder of a woman’s life.

            Moreover, abortion is a medical procedure. If a minor goes to an emergency room after an
auto accident, aren’t the parents notified and isn’t permission needed for medical attention.  A
coach cannot allow a child to take medication at a game without a permission slip.  Parents are
required to give permission in many instances to ensure the safety of their children. Shouldn’t a
parent be aware of a procedure that could cause significant harm to their child? 
            The sound defeat HB 184 would demonstrate that N.H. needs parental notification. And we
need it without an exception for health reasons. That exception is what I call faulty logic. More
often than not any complication from a pregnancy would arise over time and an emergency abortion
would not be required.  In fact, most obstetricians would attempt to perform a C-Section if needed. 
Moreover, if a young woman had life threatening complications during a pregnancy, why would she
not get help from the parents?  A medical exception to bypass parental notification infringes upon
parental rights to ensure the safety of their children- remember we are talking about minors.
            For the sake of our state’s young women, we need to have a parental notification law!

Media Continues Cover-Up of Alternative, Ethical St em Cell Sources

WHILE THE DEMOCRATIC-CONTROLLED House voted 253-174 to expand federal funding
for embryonic stem-cell research, it fell far short of the 290 votes needed to override a virtually
guaranteed presidential veto. A tragedy for victims of everything from Alzheimer's to warts? Not
at all. Each year there are stunning breakthroughs with adult stem cells, and 2007 has already
brought its first. Adult stem cells cure and treat more 70 diseases and are involved in almost
1,300 human clinical trials. Scientists also keep discovering that adult stem cells are capable of
creating a wider variety of mature cells. Perhaps the most promising of these was announced in

the January issue of Nature Biotechnology. Anthony Atala, director of the Institute for Regenerative Medicine at
Wake Forest University School of Medicine, reported that stem cells in the amniotic fluid that fills the sac
surrounding the fetus may be just as versatile as embryonic stem cells. At the same time they maintain all the
advantages that have made adult stem cells such a success. This has caused great consternation on the part of
those seeking increased taxpayer embryonic stem cell funds. The reason is that there are currently no practical



applications for this type of cell. There hasn't even been a single clinical trial involving them. Researchers admit
we won't have approved embryonic stem cell treatments for at least 10 years. One advantage of embryonic stem
cells has been that most types of adult stem cells cannot be multiplied outside of the body for very long, while
embryonic ones may replicate in the lab indefinitely. But Atala's new amniotic stem cells grow as fast outside the
body as embryonic stem cells (doubling every 36 hours), and he's now been growing the same cell line for two
years, with no indication of slowing. Read the complete story.

Congressional Committee: Chickens More Important Th an Secret Abortions
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) -- A Congressional committee on Wednesday voted against
an amendment that would prohibit taking teenagers out of state for secret abortions without
their parents' knowledge. The committee eventually decided protecting chickens was more
important than protecting children. The House Judiciary Committee considered a bill to limit
animal fighting such as using dogs or cockfighters. The bill prohibits transporting the animals

across state lines to engage in animal fights. During the debate, pro-life Rep. Jim Sensenbrenner, a Wisconsin
Republican, tried to attach an amendment to the bill to prevent someone other than a teenager's parents from
taking her to another state to have an abortion. Sensenbrenner brought up the case of Marcia Carroll, whose 14-
year-old daughter was coerced by her boyfriend's family into traveling from her home state of Pennsylvania to
New Jersey to have an abortion against her will. "I recognize we are meeting here today to consider a bill to
protect chickens," Sensenbrenner said in a statement given to LifeNews.com. "But isn't protecting our nation's
young women, like Mr. Carroll's daughter, and their unborn equally, if not more important, than our dinner
entrée?" Read the complete story.

Christian Doctors Respond to Abortion Poll, Say Con science Clause Needed
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) -- A national organization for Christian doctors is responding
to a survey in the New England Journal of Medicine showing 52 percent said they oppose
abortion and others wouldn't refer women considering an abortion to a place that does them.
The group says the poll shows the need for conscience clause legislation that protects the right
of physicians to not be forced to be involved in medical practices that violates their moral or
religious beliefs. The poll, sponsored by the University of Chicago found some physicians
believe it is appropriate to withhold information about abortion on moral grounds. Dr. David

Stevens, the head of the Christian Medical Association says the study "suggests that many physicians may still
feel pressured to violate their own ethical integrity by referring patients to other doctors who will perform morally
objectionable practices." "We need laws that protect physicians' rights of conscience, and we need education to
encourage doctors to stand firm on strong moral and ethical principles," he said. Stevens said that doctors have
the right to stand firm on ethical medical practices by not only refraining from engaging in the practice but from
referring people to doctors that do the objectionable procedures so they're not a party to them. Read the
complete story. 
 

Catholic Bishops Back Pro-Life Abortion, Fetal Pain  Legislation in Congress
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) --  A representative of the pro-life office of the nation's Catholic bishops says
the group is supporting two key pro-life bills in Congress. Deirdre McQuade, of the Secretariat for Pro-Life
Activities, says the bishops are supporting the Unborn Child Pain Awareness Act, sponsored by Rep. Chris
Smith of New Jersey and Kansas Sen. Sam Brownback. McQuade said the pro-life secretariat will be working for
passage of legislation that would make "truly constructive changes in the lives of women and their unborn
children." Another bill getting its backing is the Pregnant Women's Support Act, to be introduced sometime soon
by Rep. Lincoln Davis, a pro-life Tennessee Democrat, The legislation will provide resources "to help women
make life-affirming choices for themselves and their children," McQuade told Catholic News Service. The
measure would reduce the social and economic pressures that compel most women to have abortions. will
expand eligibility for the State Children's Health Insurance Program and for the Women, Infants and Children
nutrition program, and provide assistance to victims of domestic violence. Pregnant and postpartum women are
among those most likely to experience domestic violence, studies have found. The legislation also includes
provisions that will require medical professionals to provide information about abortion and alternatives to
abortion that leads to truly "informed consent," McQuade said. 

Wyoming House Committee Backs Laci Peterson Unborn Victims Bill
Cheyenne, WY (LifeNews.com) -- A Wyoming state House committee approved an unborn
victims bill on Monday that would offer further protection and justice for pregnant women like
Laci Peterson and their unborn children. It would charge attackers who kill both mother and
baby with two crimes for both deaths instead of just one. Senator John Barrasso, a Casper



Republican, is the lead sponsor of the bill and she told the committee that pregnant women are increasingly
victims of violence. "If you kill a pregnant woman trying to have her child, if you know that she's pregnant, you've
actually taken two lives," Barrasso said. The National Coalition Against Domestic Violence says more than 1,300
pregnant women in the United States were killed from 1990 to 2004. And a study in the American Journal of
Public Health published in 2005 shows homicide is the second most common cause of death for pregnant
women. Rep. Amy Edmonds, a Cheyenne Republican, also spoke in favor of the bill. "This is a bill about a
women's right to choose. A woman who has chosen to go through her pregnancy (and is murdered) has had that
choice taken away from her," she said. The House Judiciary Committee approved SF 118 on a 6-3 vote Monday
morning.

Planned Parenthood Promotes Morning After Pill Bill  With Rallies
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) -- The nation's largest abortion business held rallies across
the country Tuesday to support a Congressional bill promoting the morning after pill. The bill is
the result of a concerted effort by abortion advocates to change the terms of the debate from
abortion to issues they think will resonate with the public. With events in states from California
and Iowa to Mississippi and Missouri, Planned Parenthood activists say the legislation is
needed to help reduce the number of abortions even though studies show that doesn't happen.
Cecile Richards, president of the group, says Congress needs to approve the Prevention First

Act to expand access to birth control and sex education. Richards says all sides of the abortion debate should
support the bill because it will lower abortions. The measure would fund a public education campaign to boost
public awareness of the morning-after pill and would restrict funding for abstinence-only education programs.
However, in December 2005, Kirsten Moore, president and CEO of Reproductive Health Technologies Project,
admitted that "real world" experience of easy access to the Plan B drug has not reduced the numbers of
pregnancies or abortions. "I think it's an honest question, the experts had estimated that we would see a drop by
up to half in the rates of unintended pregnancy and the rates of abortion. And in fact in the real world we're not
seeing that," Moore said. Studies, including one done by a Planned Parenthood medical director in San
Francisco, find the morning after pill does not reduce abortion and pregnancy rates. Read the complete story.

Indiana Legislature Holds Hearing on Abortion Pain,  Info Bill
Indianapolis, IN (LifeNews.com) -- The Indiana state legislature held a committee hearing on
Wednesday on a bill that would tell women about the pain their babies would feel during an
abortion and would also provide them with information about abortion and abortion risks 18
hours beforehand. The bill also requires abortion practitioners to tell women that human life
begins at the moment of conception -- a point which drew considerable debate. Opponents of
the bill such as Rev. Michael D. Mather of Broadway United Methodist Church in Indianapolis
and David Sklar, an intern at the Jewish Community Relations Council, said their religious

groups don't agree with that scientific statement. A Senate committee held a hearing on the legislation,
sponsored by longtime pro-life state Sen. Pat Miller, a Republican, but didn't hold a vote. She told AP she
expected a vote on the measure likely next week. Sen. Vi Simpson, a pro-abortion Democrat, said she opposed
the bill as well and proposed weakening amendments to it that would tell women there is wide disagreement
about when life begins and that childbirth also has risks. But Dick Thompson of Indiana Right to Life said the pro-
life group opposed those amendments. Read the complete story.

Mitt Romney Interview: Abortion Takes a Human Life,  Overturn Roe
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) -- Mitt Romney, the former Massachusetts governor and
GOP presidential candidate, fielded yet another question on the issue of abortion over the
weekend. During a lengthy interview with ABC News' "This Week with George Stephanopoulos"
on Sunday, Romney restated his newfound pro-life views. A former supporter of legalized
abortion, Romney has taken a 180 degree turn and now opposes both abortion and embryonic
stem cell research. Asked about his beliefs now, Romney told ABC News that "abortion is
taking human life" and discussed how human life begins at conception. "There's no question but
that human life begins when all the DNA is there necessary for cells to divide and become a human being," he
said. "Is it alive? Yes. Is it human? Yes." "And, therefore, when we abort a fetus, we are taking a life at its
infancy, at its very, very beginning roots, and a civilized society, I believe, respects the sanctity of human life,"
Romney added. During the interview, he explained that abortion was a topic he has always "spent a lot of time
agonizing over." Romney admitted that he has always been "personally very much pro-life in my own life, my
family's life" but that he didn't "know what the role of government should be and it's been something that I've
given a lot of thought to."
