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Abortion -Survivor Finds a Home  

John XXIII Community Welcomes Baby Girl

ROME, FEB. 8, 2008 (Zenit.org).- A 15-month-old girl whose parents tried to abort her because she is blind, but survived the 
procedure, has been adopted by a John XXIII Community household in Rome. 

The community announced in a Feb. 2 press conference that the baby was diagnosed with an eye condition that blinded her, 
and her parents opted for abortion. But the pregnancy was already in the 22nd week, and the baby was born alive. Doctors, 
following Italian law, thus tried to save her and succeeded.  

She weighed only 562 grams (1.2 pounds) and had to have a heart operation when she was 10 days old. She had a brain 
hemorrhage, various infections and respiratory problems. 

Her birth parents chose to give her up for adoption. 

Now she is 15 months old and weighs 13 pounds; she has been with her new family for eight months. 

Her adoptive parents are lay members of the John XXIII Community, and have three biological children, and two other 
adoptive children. There are 250 such households of the lay community; most are located in Italy.  

The mother of the community calls her a splendid child and says she is full of life. Though she was expected to be in the 
"vegetative state" after her experience, her new family affirms that she sucks her thumb, laughs and interacts with those who 
come to visit her.  

Her desire to live is contagious, her new mother said, and everyone who meets her wants to return to see her again. 

During the press conference, other mothers shared stories about the pressure to abort and the decision to carry to term 
children prenatally diagnosed with an infirmity.  

The John XXIII Community also announced that it is preparing a legislative proposal on the protection of life and maternity, "to 
give the pregnant woman the possibility of finding protection and reporting those who propose to kill their children, or induce 
them to abort with blackmail or deceit."

Catholic Archbishop Warns Pro-Life Voters on Suppor ting Pro-Abortion Candidates 
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Denver, CO (LifeNews.com) -- Denver Archbishop Charles Chaput says pro-life Catholics should only 
considering backing pro-abortion politicians in very limited circumstances -- such as cases when both candidates 
are pro-abortion. Even then, Chaput admonished Catholics to lobby the candidate to change his abortion views. 
Chaput addressed the thorny issue of abortion and voting during a speech at the new Augustine Institute, a 
Catholic graduate school in Denver. Asked whether Catholics should not vote or vote for the candidate who is 
least pro-abortion, Chaput said "there's no one Catholic answer to the question." "If you're a Democrat can you 

legitimately vote for someone who is pro-choice? I imagine so," Chaput told the audience, according to a Rocky Mountain News report. However, 
Catholics shouldn't vote for pro-abortion candidates without making a concerned effort to tell them their views are wrong. "But you have to tell them 
forcefully you want them to change . . . voting is (just) the minimum," he said. Full story at LifeNews.com. 

  

Catholic Bishops in Kentucky Say Abortion the Top P riority for Pro-Life Voters 
Frankfort, KY (LifeNews.com) -- The Catholic bishops in Kentucky have released a joint letter making clear that, for pro-life 
Catholic voters, abortion should be the top issue considered when heading to the polls. With a presidential election featuring 
a clear contrast on abortion, the letter will motivate many Catholics to get involved. The bishops of each of the four Catholic 
dioceses in Kentucky released the letter, entitled "Reverence for Life: Conscience and Faithful Citizenship." "Our religious 
beliefs affirm basic human rights and obligations that are essential to the fabric of our social life. In particular, respect for human life is numbered among 
those basic values that underpin the very foundation of civilization," they wrote. "The recognition of abortion on demand as (a) legal situation that 
sanctions an intolerable moral evil calls for a response," they added. "A moral evil that negates a public good demands the exercise of a moral 
responsibility to limit and eliminate that evil." Full story at LifeNews.com. 

Congress Votes Next Week on Allowing Pro-Abortion G roups HIV/AIDS Funding 
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) -- Members of Congress have recessed this week to mark Presidents' Day, but one of the first 
votes on the docket when they return is an intense debate on whether to open international AIDS/HIV funding to pro-abortion groups. 
Pro-life organizations are asking for calls and emails urging a no vote. Abortion advocates in Congress have changed the wording of 
the President's Emergency plan for AIDS Relief to include funding for groups that engage in "reproductive health" and "family 
planning." Those are code words international pro-abortion groups use to hide their performance of or support for abortions in other 
nations. The Bush administration released a letter recently, along with the support of pro-life groups, saying American AIDS programs 
should not encourage poor women worldwide to have abortions as a means of combating AIDS. Marjorie Dannenfelser, the head of 

the Susan B. Anthony List says her group will closely monitor the vote. "Unfortunately the funds available through the PEPFAR program are not covered 
by the Mexico City Policy, and abortion advocates see this as an opportunity to advance their murderous agenda," she said. ACTION: Contact your 
member of Congress, especially if they serve on the House Foreign Affairs Committee, and urge opposition to the PEPFAR bill unless changes are 
made to stop it from funding abortion.

Twin Unborn Babies Save Mother's Life, Loosen Tumor  After Abortion Refused  
London, England (LifeNews.com) -- Doctors sometimes suggest to women who become pregnant while dealing with cancer that they 
should have an abortion to save their own life. However, in the case of a British woman, her twin unborn children saved her life when the 
knocked loose a tumor that had been developing on her cervix. Unknown to 35-year-old Michelle Stepney, a tumor had been developing 
insider her and she headed to the hospital thinking she may have had a miscarriage. Doctors diagnosed her with life-threatening cervical 
cancer and suggested she have an abortion on her twin babies to be able to have chemotherapy, according to the London Daily Mail. 
Stepney declined and physicians agreed to give her lower doses of chemotherapy with the hope of stopping the cancer during the 
pregnant, the newspaper said. Ironically, the babies ultimately saved their mother's life as their constant kicking dislodged the 
developing tumor. "I couldn't believe it when the doctors told me that the babies had dislodged the tumor," she told the newspaper. "I'd 
felt them kicking, but I didn't realize just how important their kicking would turn out to be." Full story at LifeNews.com. 

Bioethics Watchdogs Say Don't Subject Lauren Richar dson to Euthanasia  

Dover, DE (LifeNews.com) -- Bioethics watchdogs are weighing in on the Lauren Richardson case and say that the courts and her 
family shouldn't subject the young woman to euthanasia. Richardson has become the next Terri Schiavo as her parents engage in a 
massive legal and philosophical debate about whether to take her life. Lauren Richardson is a 23-year-old woman who overdosed on 
heroin in August 2006 while she was three months pregnant with a baby girl. Doctors kept Lauren on life support until she delivered her 
baby in February 2007. Shortly thereafter, her parents began a fight that is reminiscent of the battle over Terri's life and death. Noted 
attorney and author Wesley J. Smith wrote on Monday that he viewed a video Richardon's father released and he says she seems 
reactive particularly when her father attempts to interact with her. "Whether she is conscious or not is irrelevant to her equal moral worth 
as a human being," Smith adds. "The fight in this case is over whether she lives as a profoundly disabled woman or is made to die slowly over two 
weeks by dehydration--as Terri Schiavo did," Smith explained. "If we did that to a dog, we would go to jail. Do it to a disabled woman who needs a 
feeding tube and it is called medical ethics." Full story at LifeNews.com. 

Oregon Man Kills Wife, Tests Assisted Suicide Law o n Voluntary Euthanasia  

Salem, OR (LifeNews.com) -- An Oregon man has killed his disabled wife in a test of the one-of-a-kind state law that allows assisted 
suicide there. John Roberts says his wife Virginia was afflicted with ALS, or Lou Gehrig's Disease and he took her life to see if the 
state would allow him to get away with voluntary euthanasia, or so-called mercy killing. Roberts' family says John's killing his wife was 
an act of compassion because she didn't yet qualify for an assisted suicide under the state's guidelines. They say Virginia told John to 
take her life before he did the deed on Saturday. John Roberts alerted police to the killing and they found Virginia dead after a 
gunshot wound to the head. He has been charged in the case and remains in jail without bail. Wesley J. Smith, a bioethics watchdog 
and noted author and attorney, commented on the case and said this kind of case leads to the slippery slope from assisted suicide to 

euthanasia. "This is the tide unleashed when we agree in law that killing is an acceptable answer to human suffering," he said. Full story at

Oregon Man Who Killed Wife in Test of Assisted Suic ide Law Indicted for Murder  
Salem, OR (LifeNews.com) -- An Oregon man who killed his disabled wife in a test of the one-of-a-kind state law that allows assisted 
suicide there was indicted on a murder charge by a grand jury on Friday. John Roberts, 51, was arrested on February 2 after he called 
police to inform them that he killed his wife Virginia Roberts. John Roberts says Virginia was afflicted with ALS, or Lou Gehrig's 
Disease and he took her life to see if the state would allow him to get away with voluntary euthanasia, or so-called mercy killing. 
However, court documents show Virginia had never been diagnosed with any terminal or life-threatening disease. A doctor’s report

showed Virginia in good health other than having carpal tunnel syndrome and indicated she was never diagnosed with ALS. "We'd be 
remiss in doing our job if we didn't do a thorough investigation, if we didn't look at all the evidence and say ‘what is this telling us?’” Claudio Grandjean 
of the Gresham Police told KGW Channel 8 television. “The evidence will speak for itself." Full story at LifeNews.com. 

Terri Schiavo's Family, Catholic Group Release Deta ils About "Terri's Day"  

St. Petersburg, FL (LifeNews.com) -- The family of Terri Schiavo and a leading Catholic pro-life group have released details 
about their plans for the first-ever Terri's Day. Observed on March 31, the day Terri succumbed from the painful 13-day 
starvation and dehydration death her former husband subjected her to, the day is one to honor her life and help others. As 
LifeNews.com reported in December, Priests for Life and the Terri Schindler Schiavo Foundation announced the establishment 
of the "International Day of Prayer and Remembrance for Terri Schindler Schiavo, and All of Our Vulnerable Brothers and 
Sisters." The purpose of the day, the groups told LifeNews.com on Thursday, is to foster education, prayer, and activism 
regarding discrimination against the disabled. They hope to help other disabled patients like Lauren Richardson and others in 

situations similar to what Terri and her family faced. "No family should ever have to witness what my family witnessed, watching a loved one slowly 
dehydrate to death," Suzanne Vitadamo, Terri's sister, told LifeNews.com. "We want Terri's day to remind us all that persons with disabilities are never 
burdens and should be treated with nothing but our unconditional love and compassion."

President Bush Says November Election Battle About Abortion, Judges  
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) -- President Bush spoke to the Conservative Political Action Conference on Friday morning 
and laid out what the presidential election battle will look like this year. He portrayed the fight as one between a candidate who 
opposes abortion and one of two Democrats who support unlimited abortions at taxpayer expense. "On matters relating to 
America's moral compass, we have defended human life," President Bush explained. "There's another philosophy, and it's 
advanced by decent people who see the world differently." "On the rights of the unborn -- the most vulnerable among us -- one 
side supports abortion on demand," the president said. "You and I believe in the worth of every human being, the matchless joy of 
adoption, and the right to life." President Bush also said the election battle this year involves a fight over the kind of judges a president will put on the 
Supreme Court. "On the federal judiciary, one side says we should confirm judges who believe in the 'living Constitution' -- which basically means they 
can make up laws as they go along," Bush said. "I say we need judges who respect our values, do not follow the political winds and revere the plain 
meaning of our Constitution," Bush added. "We need more judges like John Roberts and Sam Alito." Full story at LifeNews.com. 

South Dakota House Panel Approves Abortion-Ultrasou nd Bill Helping Women  
Pierre, SD (LifeNews.com) -- A South Dakota House committee approved a bill on Friday that encourages women to consider 
alternatives to abortion by showing them information about their unborn children. Specifically, the bill requires abortion practitioners 
to show women an ultrasound of their baby and the hope is it will stop some abortions. With advances in the technology, 
ultrasounds images show the humanity of the unborn child in a way that Planned Parenthood normally doesn't explain. The 
measure allows women a chance to sign a statement saying they were offered a chance to view the ultrasound and abortion 
practitioners would be held accountable for following the law. Rep. Keri Weems, a Republican who is the main sponsor of the bill, 

said she hopes the bill will convince women to not have abortions, saying, "Let's help women have fully informed decisions before they have abortions." 
Linda Schauer of Concerned Women of America agreed, saying, "We believe it is every woman's right to know she is carrying a living, developing 
human being." During the hearing in House Health Committee hearing, which voted 7-5 in favor of the bill, abortion proponents promised to file a lawsuit 
against the bill if it becomes law. Full story at LifeNews.com. 

Ethical Method of Creating Embryonic-Like Stem Cell s Overcomes More Hurdles  
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) -- The new direct reprogramming method of turning skin or other types of cells into those that 
have embryonic-like properties has overcome more hurdles. Professor Shinya Yamanaka announced this weekend that his team 
has found a way to grow the cells without inducing tumors. Apart from the ethical concerns surrounding embryonic stem cell 
research -- namely, that unborn children are killed to obtain the cells -- embryonic stem cells have never been used in humans 
because tumors can develop. Professor Yamanaka, who, along with scientists in Wisconsin, came up with a technique to 
generate embryonic-like stem cells without destroying human life, says he can now bypass the tumor issue with the ethical cells. 
The worldwide scientific community was largely supported of his work when he announced the creation of the embryonic-like cells. However, many 
scientists who back embryonic stem cell research said the controversial method was still needed. Yamanaka's team took a gigantic leap forward in 
silencing critics with the news that he has successfully avoided this problem for six months in the mice that he is currently treating with iPS cells from 
the direct reprogramming. Full story at LifeNews.com. 

Pro-Life Doctors Group Challenges OBGYN Org on Abor tion Conscience Rights  

Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) -- A national organization for pro-life OBGYNS is challenging the American College of 
Obstetrics and Gynecology (ACOG) over a new policy saying all doctors, including those who are pro-life, should refer women to 
abortion centers. The American Association of ProLife Obstetricians and Gynecologists (AAPLOG) objects to the guidelines. 
ACOG released the position statement last year entitled "The Limits of Conscientious Refusal in Reproductive Medicine." The 
paper targets pro-life physicians, insisting that doctors who object to doing abortions should refer patients to physicians who will 
do them. ACOG also requests that pro-life doctors move their practices closer to abortion businesses so women can have a 

shorter drive to get an abortion when their physicians refuse to perform or refer for one. But. Dr. Joe DeCook of AAPLOG says ACOG has gone further 
and, last month, published revised standards for doctors seeking recertification -- to maintain professional reputation in good standing. Full story at 
LifeNews.com. 

Another Catholic Diocese Wants Komen Ties Broken Ov er Abortion Involvement  
Little Rock, AR (LifeNews.com) -- Another Catholic Diocese has asked parishes and schools within its jurisdiction to break their ties 
with the Susan G. Komen Race for the Cure because of its involvement with abortion. Komen has come under intense scrutiny over the 
years for making donations to Planned Parenthood, the nation's largest abortion business. In this case, the Diocese of Little Rock is 
asking that Catholic groups there no longer support or fundraise for the breast cancer organization. The decision could have significant 
financial effects for Komen as several Catholic churches and schools have hosted teams for the annual race, according to an Arkansas 
Catholic report. The Respect Life Office issued a statement on February 4 explaining its decision. It said the diocese "acknowledges the 
beneficial work" of Komen. However, "due to its policy allowing affiliates to offer financial support to abortion providing facilities" and "the 
continued denial that abortion may well lead to the development of breast cancer, the Respect Life Apostolate neither supports nor encourages 
participation in activities that benefit Susan G. Komen for the Cure." The diocese says its research found Komen affiliates in 22 states giving grants to 
Planned Parenthood abortion businesses for breast cancer screenings. Full story at LifeNews.com.
