These bills will be coming to the floor for a full vote very shortly.  Please contact your
local representative and ask them to vote according ly
 
CACR 1, relating to:  the definition of marriage.  Providi ng that:  marriage between one man and one
woman shall be the only legal union that shall be v alid or recognized in this state.   MAJORITY: 
INEXPEDIENT TO LEGISLATE.  MINORITY:  OUGHT TO PASS .
Rep. Bette R Lasky for the Majority of  Judiciary:  This constitutional amendment proposal would put to the
voters the question of whether to amend the New Hampshire Constitution to recognize only the legal union
between one man and one woman.  The majority of the committee voted to find it inexpedient to legislate for
several reasons.  First and foremost, the majority believes that this “House of the People” should not enshrine
discrimination of any kind in the New Hampshire Constitution.  All our citizens deserve the freedoms, protections
and rights guaranteed in the document.  The Constitution should be a protector of minority rights and this
Legislature should never allow otherwise. Vote 14-6.       
Rep. Nancy J Elliott for the Minority of  Judiciary:  Given that we have many bills attempting to redefine
marriage, the minority believes that we should let the people vote and have a voice in what the future of
marriage in this state will be.

HB 235, relative to the recognition of out-of-state marriag es.  MAJORITY:  OUGHT TO PASS WITH
AMENDMENT.  MINORITY:  INEXPEDIENT TO LEGISLATE.
Rep. Bette R Lasky for Judiciary:  This bill, as amended, was written to provide that any marriage legally
contracted and valid outside of New Hampshire be recognized as valid in this state.  The majority believes this
bill now does just that and affords legally married people the rights accorded to any married couple.  Vote 10-8.
Rep. Nancy J Elliott for the Minority of  Judiciary:  It is the position of the minority that this bill allows same sex
couples to go out of state and marry and then have those marriages recognized in this state.  This bill would also
allow polygamous marriages from other countries to be recognized in this state, thus lowering the status of
women and children.  The minority feels that we should not go in this direction.

HB 437-FN-L, permitting same gender couples to enter spousal uni ons and have the same rights,
responsibilities, and obligations as married couple s.  OUGHT TO PASS WITH AMENDMENT.
Rep. Bette R Lasky for Judiciary  This bill establishes civil unions in New Hampshire.  RSA 457 will be amended
to allow same gender couples to enter civil unions and have the same rights, responsibilities and obligations as
married couples.  The majority of the committee feels the time has come to give same gender couples and their
families the same legal protections that married couples enjoy.  Over the years the committee has heard
hundreds of pleas from couples who have told us of the difficulties they encounter in their daily lives with
property rights, hospital visitation, health benefits to name  only a few.  With the passage of HB 437 New
Hampshire will move closer to equality.  Vote 15-5.

HB 612-FN, relative to coercion of abortion on a minor.  MAJORITY:  INEXPEDIENT TO LEGISLATE. 
MINORITY:  OUGHT TO PASS.
Rep. Philip Preston for the Majority of  Judiciary:  This bill makes anyone who uses or threatens the use of
force to make a minor undergo an abortion guilty of  a class A felony.  It makes a person guilty of a class B
felony if he or she uses coercion to induce a minor to have an abortion.  Although the committee believed that
coercion and the use or threat of physical force in order to procure this type of medical procedure is
inappropriate and unjustifiable, it also believed that existing criminal statutes covering simple assault and
criminal threatening adequately address the issues raised by the sponsor.  Thus the committee decided that
additional legislation is unnecessary. Vote 13-4.  
Rep. Nancy J Elliott for the Minority of  Judiciary:  This bill establishes a class A felony if a person uses or
threatens the use of physical force against a pregnant minor under 18 years of age in order to force the minor to
have an abortion. The bill also establishes a class B felony if a person uses coercion to induce such a minor to
have an abortion against her will. There was substantial testimony in committee that there is abuse happening in
this state, both physical and psychological. We currently do not have laws that would make this aggressive
behavior a crime. As the decision to have an abortion has far reaching consequences, the minority feels that this
bill should be passed to protect the girls of this state.

HB 744-FN, relative to informed consent before abortion.  MAJORITY:  INEXPEDIENT TO LEGISLATE. 
MINORITY:  OUGHT TO PASS.  
Rep. Bette R Lasky for the Majority of  Judiciary:  This bill would require informed consent before a w oman
procures an abortion.  Health care service providers now carefully follow all legal and regulatory requirements
and RSA 332-I:32 already mandates informed consent and protects the rights of patients to be fully informed. 
The majority of the committee felt HB 744 would establish government intrusion into the relationship between a
health care professional and the patient and would impose an undue burden by requiring a 24 hour waiting
period.  Also, the testimony given by many who stated that they had not been informed sufficiently was generally
20 years old.  Vote 12-5.      
Rep. Nancy J Elliott for the Minority of  Judiciary: This bill requires informed consent before a woman procures
an abortion unless it is a medical emergency.  The bill requires the Commissioner of the Department of Health
and Human Services to publish printed materials relative to options available to the woman.  This information
shall also be available on the Internet.  Information is always a good thing.  We heard many women discuss the
less than favorable outcomes of their abortions due to misleading information or no information at all.  Given that
women in our state have suffered consequences in our abortion clinics that could have been avoided if they had
been given the necessary information, the minority feels that we should pass this legislation.

Applause from hell FROM FATHER FRANK PAVONE

If we think of hell, we might imagine screams coming out of the flames, or the sinister laughter of the
devil. But the sound I recently heard coming from there was that of applause.

What I heard was an audiotape of Dr. Martin Haskell giving a presentation at the 16th Annual Meeting
of the National Abortion Federation Conference in 1992 in San Diego. It was a gathering of
abortionists -- men and women who make their living by killing babies. Haskell was describing to his
audience how to do a partial-birth abortion. Listen to his words about how this procedure takes place:

"The surgeon then introduces large grasping forceps ... through the vaginal and cervical canal ... He
moves the tip of the instrument carefully towards the fetal lower extremities -- and pulls the extremity
into the vagina ... The surgeon then uses his fingers to deliver the opposite lower extremity, then the
torso, the shoulders, and the upper extremities. The skull lodges in the internal os. The fetus is
oriented ... spine up ... The surgeon then takes a pair of blunt curved Metzenbaum scissors in the right
hand. ... the surgeon then forces the scissors into the base of the skull--spreads the scissors to enlarge
the opening. The surgeon--surgeon then introduces a suction catheter into this hole and evacuates the
skull contents."

Haskell, having described these brutal details, shows his audience a video of himself doing one of
these procedures. And at the end of the video, after the sound of the suction machine taking the brains
out of the baby's head, the audience applauds.

That, my friends, is applause from hell.

We often speak about "the fires of hell." It is also true, however, to say that hell is very cold. It is the
absence of all conscience, of all pity, of all love. That kind of hell is reflected on earth when a group
of human beings can sit around a video machine, watch someone deliberately kill a baby, and then
applaud. That's the heart and soul of the abortion industry. That's the heart and soul of "pro-choice."

It's the same chilling attitude of which Dr. Bernard Nathanson repented. He writes about how he felt
after he killed his own child by abortion. "I swear to you that I had no feelings aside from the sense of
accomplishment, the pride of expertise. On inspecting the contents of the bag I felt only the
satisfaction of knowing that I had done a thorough job" (The Hand of God, p.60).

I am convinced that the first and overall most effective way to fight abortion is to expose it. People
need to hear descriptions of the procedure, see what it looks like, and get a glimpse into the utter
corruption of the abortion industry. Saint Paul tells the Ephesians, "Have nothing to do with the
fruitless deeds of darkness, but rather expose them" (Eph. 5:11). Let's put Paul's words into practice

Understanding Abortion Kills Children: Are We Smart er Than a Fifth Grader?

Last night I was sitting on the couch with my 2 year old son after we came home from the
gym. I was looking down at him and he looked up and said, "Daddy, I like apples." It's funny
how such a simple, little statement can melt your heart as a parent. It was nothing profound,
just a smile as he told me he liked apples. I looked up at the television and saw what triggered
that statement. It was a new game show called, Are You Smarter Than a Fifth Grader? They
use apples on the set, and that is what Jaemison saw that made him tell me that he likes

apples. Now the premise of the show is that most adults can't answer simple questions that fifth graders can
answer. If you can answer 11 first to fifth grade test questions you win a million dollars. It's hilarious to see
college graduates not able to do simple math or answer English questions. Now I know how real this is because
I see it every day--adults not knowing simple truths that are obvious to children. I can take a set of fetal models
or pictures of babies in the womb to any first or fifth grade class room in this country. I can ask the kids to identify
what is in the picture, and they will tell me that it is a baby. I see it all summer as parents bring their kids to the
booth and, when they see the fetal models, they say, "Baby, baby," as they try to reach down to pick one up.
Now you take these same models and pictures to a group of adults and you will get the most ridiculous answers
to the same question: "a blob of tissues," "a potential life," "just a fetus." I have even heard them call the baby "a
parasite" many times. It is sad that adults have to cloud a simple truth to justify a horrific action like abortion.
When it comes to something so simple as looking at a baby and knowing that it is a baby, we as a nation are
obviously not smarter than a fifth grader. In fact we have killed over 1/3 of the fifth graders before they ever got a
chance to go to school.

Company Storing Umbilical Cord Blood for Transplant s Sees Enormous Growth
Altamonte Springs, FL (LifeNews.com) -- A company that processes and stores umbilical
cord blood for future medical use says its experiencing significant growth in the amount of
cord blood it has on hand. That after Congress and state legislatures have approved bills to
promote awareness of using the embryonic stem cell research alternative. Cryobanks
International's mission is to become the largest provider of cord blood stem cells for transplant
and research purposes in the world and it's well on its way to fulfilling that goal. With over
15,000 cord blood units processed and 9,000 listed on international registries for transplant, Cryobanks
continues its push to help close the gap between patient needs and available resources of donated cord blood.
In recent years, cord blood transplants have become widely recognized as a safe, effective, and in many ways
preferable, alternative to bone marrow transplant. According to Cryobanks' CEO, Dwight Brunoehler, over
35,000 American children and adults with life-threatening illnesses find themselves in need of a transplant each
year.

Sam Brownback: Protect Unborn Children From Abortio n, After Birth Too
Manchester, NH (LifeNews.com) -- Republican presidential candidate Sam Brownback is
strongly pro-life and, as a result, opposes the killing of unborn children from abortion. But he
told the audience at a New Hampshire campaign stop that he strongly supports protecting
children after birth as well. Pro-life advocates are frequently criticized by those who back
abortion as caring for children only before birth but not afterwards. Seeking to respond to that
criticism in a state that's not known for its pro-life views, Brownback told a luncheon audience
that he's "pro-life, whole life" and that candidates who say they are pro-life can't abandon
babies after birth. "I believe the child in the womb should be protected," Brownback said. "America is best when
she's good," he added. "It's that fundamental goodness that makes America great, and that goodness to me is
based upon our belief that every single person is unique, beautiful and sacred." "We're going to overturn Roe v.
Wade," he said to cheers from the audience. "The right to abortion is not in the Constitution." But he also added
that "we should also protect the person that's in poverty, and the child that's in Darfur, and working with prisoners
so they don't have so much recidivism and always back in the system." Read the complete story.

Georgia Pro-Life Group Proposes Bill Challenging Ro e Abortion Ruling
Atlanta, GA (LifeNews.com) -- The state's leading pro-life group is working to introduce a
new bill in the Georgia state legislature that would establish the personhood of an unborn
child from fertilization until natural death. They say it would be a direct challenge to the
Supreme Court's Roe v. Wade ruling allowing virtually unlimited abortions. The bill defines the
"paramount" right to life and says "The rights of every person shall be recognized, among



which in the first place is the inviolable right of every innocent human being to life." In a statement sent to
LifeNews.com, Georgia Right to Life says the Thomas More Law Center, a pro-life law firm, provided it with the
language for the bill. Caryl Swift, president of the group, said GRTL thinks it's time for the state constitution to
recognize the rights of the unborn. "When is a person a 'person' under the laws of our State and therefore
entitled to protection under the 14th Amendment of the U.S. Constitution?" she asked. The bill is a constitutional
amendment, which requires a two-thirds vote in both the state House and Senate and approval by state voters.

Vermont House Defeats Bill to Legalize Assisted Sui cide on Bipartisan Vote
Montpelier, VT (LifeNews.com) -- The Vermont state House defeated a measure on
Wednesday that would have made the state the second to legalize assisted suicide. The vote
comes after a legislative panel signed off on the bill earlier this month to have the New England
state follow Oregon in allowing doctors to prescribe drugs to kill patients. The bill in question
would allow terminally ill patients whose physicians say they have less than six months to live to
request a lethal dose of barbiturates that they could use to kill themselves. Two physicians
would have to sign off on their request for the lethal drugs and patients would have to undergo
counseling beforehand. After several hours of emotional debate, the House defeated the assisted suicide bill on
a 82-63 vote. Supporters and opponents of the bill turned out in force and sat in the House gallery watching the
debate. They were easily identifiable with backers of the bill sporting green stickers and opponents wearing
yellow ones. Read the complete story.

Catholic Bishops Repudiate Marquette Professor's Pr o-Abortion Views
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) -- The nation's Catholic bishops have repudiated a
document written by a professor at Marquette University, a Catholic school, saying that
abortion and contraception are morally permissible. The call the pro-abortion views in the he
pamphlet "false teaching" and point to the church's long-standing pro-life views. Daniel
Maguire, a professor of religious ethics at Marquette, authored the document and mailed it last
summer to the nation's 270 Catholic bishops. The document -- titled "The Moderate Roman

Catholic Position on Contraception and Abortion" -- says the Catholic church has always had a "pluralistic"
position on contraception and abortion that allows for Catholic theologians like him to take dissenting views. But,
the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops' Committee on Doctrine recently declared the teaching is
"irresponsible" and a "serious error" of interpreting church doctrine. They said it was wrong for Maguire, a former
priest, to claim "that the teaching of the pope and the bishops represents merely one voice among many
legitimate voices with the Catholic Church." The Rev. Thomas G. Weinandy, executive director for the bishops’
doctrine committee, said, “The big concern was that the pamphlets are written in a very popular and lively style,
and from what the bishops knew, they were very widely distributed.” Read the complete story.

Planned Parenthood Will Push Morning After Pill in Every Community
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) -- The nation's largest abortion business has launched a
new campaign to push the morning after pill on every American community. Pro-life advocates
oppose the use of the drug because it fails to lower abortion rates and can lead to risky sexual
behavior by teenagers. It may also cause an abortion in some circumstances. In an email
Planned Parenthood sent to LifeNews.com late last week, the group said its signing up
activists to go to every pharmacy in the country. "Every day in America, women are forced to
play the lottery when they walk into their neighborhood pharmacies and ask for Plan B emergency
contraception," the group said. The pro-abortion activists it signs up in the "Pill Patrol" campaign will ask whether
the store sells the drug and will attempt to purchase it to see how much resistance they encounter from the
pharmacist on duty. They will then report the findings back to Planned Parenthood, which may result in
pressuring the store or company to make the drug more available. In the email, Planned Parenthood said it's
targeting pharmacy chains and large retailers with pharmacies such as Costco, Target, Wal-Mart, and
Supervalue/Osco stores. Read the complete story.

Pro-Life Advocate Encourages Exposing Komen-Planned  Parenthood Link
Waco, TX (LifeNews.com) -- A Texas pro-life advocate who was one of the first to work to expose
the connection between Planned Parenthood and the Girl Scouts says pro-life advocates need to
know the abortion business works with a leading breast cancer group as well. John Pisciotta's
encouragement comes at a time when Susan B. Komen Foundation groups are preparing for
annual breast cancer runs across the country. The head of Pro-Life Waco points to significant
documentation over the last few years showing that local Komen affiliates across the country have
given money to the pro-abortion group. "We’re trying to raise awareness on the link between



abortion and breast cancer, and point out that it is totally inappropriate for the Susan G. Komen Foundation to be
making grants to the country's number-one abortion-provider," he said. "Nationwide, Planned Parenthood is the
industry leader in abortion," he added. "Here in Waco, Planned Parenthood since 1994 has aborted over 12,000
young babies — and left their mothers susceptible to many problems, including increased risk of breast cancer."
Eve Sanchez Silver, a former Komen medical research analyst and Hispanic outreach director, resigned from
the anti-cancer group after learning that their affiliates had made significant contributions to Planned Parenthood.
She quit the group in September 2004 after the organization told her it would not stop funding Planned
Parenthood. "The Foundation has done so much for so many women through its programs and research grants,"
Sanchez Silver told LifeNews.com at the time. "But this revelation about Planned Parenthood and [Komen],
indicates a well thought out funding strategy." According to former Komen public relations director Kristin Kelly,
Komen affiliates awarded $38.4 million in grants to support community outreach programs in 2003. That figure
includes 21 grants to their local Planned Parenthood chapters totaling more than $475,000. Read the complete
story.
