SUPREME COURT RULING ON PARTIAL BIRTH ABORTION BAN:



The State's Interest in Life  Fr. Frank Pavone, Priests for Life

Today the Supreme Court upheld the ban on partial-b  irth abortion that was enacted by
Congress and signed into law by President Bush in 2 003. This is a day of historic
progress for the pro-life cause, whose ultimate goa | is to restore protection to every
unborn child, at every stage of development. Today, for the first time since Roe vs.
Wade, the United States of America has actually ban  ned an abortion procedure, rather
than just regulated it.

The pro-abortion forces attempted to strike down th e ban because it does not have a
health exception. The Court, however, said that the ban's opponents failed to
demonstrate that the need for a health exception wa s extensive enough to render the
law unconstitutional. The Court also rejected the a  rguments that the ban is too broad
or too vague. The wording of the ban is clear enoug  h for abortionists to know when
they are and are not violating the law.

The decision in this case is refreshing to read, be  cause it emphasizes that the state
has a legitimate interest in the life of the unborn child throughout pregnancy. Nor is

this the first time the Court has recognized this i nterest. The decision refers to the
state's right to "express profound respect for the life of the unborn," and affirms "that
the government has a legitimate, substantial intere st in preserving and promoting fetal
life." The partial-birth abortion procedure differs from other abortion procedures in that
it actually hijacks the delivery process and turns it into a method of killing, and hence
obscures the role of the physician in the birth pro cess. The Court today reaffirmed the
state's "legitimate interest in regulating the medi cal profession in order to promote
respect for life, including life of the unborn." Th e decision also asserts, "The State has
an interest in ensuring so grave a choice is well i nformed." In reaffirming these
legitimate state interests in defense of the partia  |-birth abortion ban, the Court is also
pointing the way for continued pro-life legislative activity at the state and federal level.

Today's decision also reminds us that elections mat ter. The work done by so many
pro-life people in the elections of 2000, 2002, and 2004 made this decision possible.
The lawmakers who passed the ban were elected, asw  as the President who signed it
into law. The Senators who confirmed the two new Su preme Court Justices were
elected, as was the President who nominated those J  ustices. Today's fruit of these
elections should lead us to renew our commitment to elect pro-life candidates in 2008.

As we give thanks for the ban on partial-birth abor  tion, we call for a vigorous and
faithful enforcement of it. Moreover, state bans on the procedure should likewise be
put into effect in a manner consistent with the fed eral ban upheld by today's decision.

This decision draws a significant and necessary lin e that stops the momentum of the

abortion movement that believes it can justify any and every method of killing the
unborn. The ban will indeed save lives.

Cardinal Hails Court's Abortion Ruling



Upholds Ban on Partial-Birth Procedure

WASHINGTON, D.C., APRIL 18, 2007 (Zenit.org ).- The chairman of the U.S. bishops' Committee for Pro-
Life Activities has welcomed the Supreme Court deci sion upholding a ban on partial birth abortion.

The U.S. bishops' conference released a statementt oday from Cardinal Justin Rigali in which he hails
the 5-4 decision.

"Today, after a decade of struggle in legislatures and courts, the U.S. Supreme Court finally upheld a
federal law prohibiting the brutal and inhumane par tial birth abortion procedure. This is the first ti me in
34 years that the court has upheld a ban of any typ e of abortion," the cardinal said.

The Partial Birth Abortion Ban Act was passed by Co  ngress and signed into law by President George
Bush in 2003. It aimed to prohibit the particular a ~ bortion procedure which involves partially removing the
fetus from the womb and then puncturing the skull a nd extracting the brain, then delivering theresto  f
the dead body.

Because of court challenges, the ban never wentint o effect.

Renewed hope

Cardinal Rigali said that today's decisionisarea  son for hope for pro-life Americans.

"The court's decision does not affect the legal sta  tus of the great majority of abortions, and does no t
reverse past decisions claiming to find a right to abortion in the Constitution,” Cardinal Rigali wrot e.

"However, it provides reasons for renewed hope and renewed effort on the part of pro-life Americans.

"The court is taking a clearer and more unobstructe d look at the tragic reality of abortion, and speak  ing
about that reality more candidly than it has in man y years."

The cardinal, who is archbishop of Philadelphia, ad  ded: "Especially welcome is the court's explicit

recognition of certain key facts: that abortion is the taking of a human life, and that government has a
legitimate interest in protecting and preserving th is life at every stage."
He further praised the court's recognition "that 'r espect for human life finds an ultimate expression in

the bond of love the mother has for her child’; tha  t abortion may also cause grief and sorrow for wome n,
which is only made worse when the reality of the pr ~ ocedure has been withheld from them until it is too

late; and that the ethical integrity of the medical profession, as well as the fabric of our society, is
threatened by the acceptance of practices that are difficult to distinguish from infanticide."

"The court also acknowledges that in some past deci sions, the usual rules for constitutional review we re
distorted by an unwarranted hostility to legislativ e efforts to respect unborn human life," the 71-yea  r-old
cardinal added.

Justice Anthony Kennedy wrote in the majority opini on that the opponents of the act "have not
demonstrated that the act would be unconstitutional in a large fraction of relevant cases."

Bush's two appointees to the Supreme Court, Chief J ustice John Roberts and Justice Samuel Alito,
sided with the majority. Also in the majority were Justices Clarence Thomas and Antonin Scalia.

Cardinal Rigali's statement concluded: "We hope tod ay's decision marks the beginning of a new

dialogue on abortion, in which fair-minded consider ation will be given to the genuine interests of unb orn
children and their mothers, to the need for an ethi  cally sound medical profession, and to society's

desperate need for a foundation of respect for all human life."

Senate Committee Will Vote on Suspending RU 486 Abo  rtion Drug
: Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) -- A leading pro-life senator is set to offer amendments
f to a bill on Wednesday that would put limits in pla ce on the dangerous RU 486 abortion
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drug that has claimed the lives of at least six wom  en in the United States and five more international ly.
The debate will come as the Senate Health, Educatio n, Labor and Pensions (HELP) Committee considers
a hill related to the Food and Drug Administration.

Study: Women Having Abortions More Likely to Be Abu sed by Their Partner
Canberra, Australia (LifeNews.com) -- A new study published by researchers at La Trobe
University in Australia finds that women who are abused by their partners are more likely to
have an abortion of an unexpected pregnancy than to keep the baby. Women having
abortions were also more likely to be from lower income families. The researchers studied
9,683 young Australian women between the ages of 22 and 27. The information came from
the Australian Longitudinal Study of Women's Health, which contains health data compiled by
the government. Women who had abortions in their teens or early 20s were more likely to have been abused by
a partner than those who carried the pregnancy to term, they found. The scientists published the results of the
study in today's edition of the Australian and New Zealand Journal of Public Health. In their article, they wrote,
"Women experiencing violence and abuse can be subject to coercive sex and unprotected intercourse, leading
to a higher rate of unplanned and unwanted pregnancies." Angela Taft and Lyndsey Watson led the study and
Taft said that young women appear to have less control over sex or contraception decisions when they're with
an abusive partner.

Study Finds Pain Control Need Not Shorten Life, Has Euthanasia Implications
Cleveland, OH (LifeNews.com) -- A new study finds that, when cancer patients are given
appropriate doses of morphine to relieve severe pain, the treatment doesn't lead to the
shortening of their lives. The finding is an important refutation of the argument euthanasia
proponents make that pain control leads to death and isn't different from euthanasia. Dr. Declan
Walsh of The Cleveland Clinic Foundation in Ohio, one of the study's authors, found that the
pain control doesn't meet the misconception that it will depress respiration and shorten patients'
lives. "It's in all the textbooks as something to be aware of, but probably the risk has been
exaggerated," he told Reuters in an interview. "It's not that there isn't a risk, but that we've been perhaps been
overly concerned about it," he added. Walsh's team monitored the breathing and vital signs of 29 patients who
had been admitted to a hospital for treatment of uncontrolled cancer pain. A previous study investigated
respiration in cancer patients after appropriate doses of morphine and this one looked as respiration as the
dosages were adjusted. They found no evidence that the respiration levels of lowered and the vital signs
remained normal. Commenting on the study, noted author and attorney Wesley J. Smith, who monitors end of
life issues, said the study has implications for the debate surrounding euthanasia. "One of the most insidious and
selfish arguments of assisted suicide advocates is that pain control hastens death so that it is no different than
assisted suicide," he wrote in response. "This can keep patients from accepting aggressive pain control and
doctors reluctant to prescribe it," he explained. Read the complete story.

Massachusetts Wrongful Birth Lawsuit Over Failed Ab ortion Criticized
Boston, MA (LifeNews.com) -- Pro-life advocates are criticizing a wrongful birth lawsuit filed by




a Massachusetts woman who went to Planned Parenthood hoping for a successful abortion of her unborn child.
The abortion business ultimately botched the procedure and Jennifer Raper, who is 45, wants it to pay for the
cost of raising her daughter. Though the abortion business is under fire for shoddy medical practices in the case,
pro-life advocates say the lawsuit shows how legalizing abortion has changed the culture. They say it has led to
a devaluing of human life when someone files a lawsuit complaining that a baby was born. “The heart of the
abortion culture is not about the rights of the mother. It's about making sure the baby is dead,” said Father David
Mullen, a Bellingham priest, told the Anchor newspaper of the Fall River Diocese. “The idea is sick -- that doctors
are supposed to kill a child in the womb and be punished if the child isn’t dead," he added. Mullen, who is a
board member of Massachusetts Citizens for Life, added that Raper is causing the baby girl emotional pain for
the rest of her life because she only sees a botched abortion when she looks at her daughter. Instead, she and
the father of the baby should be thinking, "Thank God the mistake we made didn't result in the death of our
child," he said.

Study Shows Adult Stem Cell Research Helps Diabetes as Senate Debates
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) -- As the Senate deba tes whether or not to force
taxpayers to fund embryonic stem cell research whic h involves the destruction of
human life, a new study shows that adult stem cells were able to spur prolonged
insulin independence in patients with diabetes. Researchers from Brazil found
success with transplanting adult stem cells into pa tients with newly diagnosed type
1, or insulin-dependent, diabetes. Dr. Julio C. Vol tarelli, from the Regional Blood
Center, told Reuters the results were "very encoura  ging" and he said it was the first time a treatment had
been used in human type 1 diabetes. The study invol  ved 15 diabetic patients and who had been
diagnosed in the previous six weeks and required in sulin. The doctors harvested the patients' own stem
cells and injected them intravenously. In the follo w-up, 14 of the patients became insulin free --1f or 35
months, 4 for at least 12 months, and 7 patients fo  r at least 6 months. Two patients responded latert o
the treatments and were insulin free for one and fi ~ fteen months respectively. The authors wrote arepo  rt
on their study in the Journal of the American Medic al Association's April 11 edition.  Read the complete
