CHOICE AND OTHER ABORTION MYTHOLOGIES

The abortion industry and its’ supporters always ma intain that their support for abortion is 
based on a “woman’s right to choose”. They hold thi s right of choice not only as a protected 
constitutional right, but as a basic human right. T he “right to choose”, they say, must be 
maintained as a basic human freedom. However, after  more than thirty years of “legal” 
abortion, another picture is being developed. A pic ture which reveals that “choice” with 
regard to abortion is a myth, a lie. A study made i n 2004, published by the Medical Science 
Monitor reveals that in America 64% of the abortion s were coerced. These coerced women were 
harassed, intimidated, threatened, and based on my own experience in the insurance industry, 
investigating claims involving IUDs, were beaten. S tudies have shown that the leading cause 
of death for pregnant women is murder. All of this is hardly a ringing endorsement of 
“choice”. Yet it gets even worse: An organization c alled Life Dynamics conducted an 
undercover investigation of abortion clinics. Inves tigators found that teenage women were 
told, by staff members at abortion clinics, to lie or withhold information, so that the 
situation involving their pregnancy would not have to be reported to the authorities. As a 
result, the teenager was given an abortion which sh e did not request, and about which she had 
no information.  After the abortion it is likely th at she was returned to the same abusive 
relationship which produced the pregnancy in the fi rst place. “Choice” for these teens is 
non-existent, both from the point of view of the re lationship and the abortion. The State of

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Michigan has been engaged in an attempt to make “ch oice” mean choice by working to pass the 
Coercive Abortion Prevention Act . This Act, if passed, would make it a crime to coe rce a 
woman into an unwanted abortion, and would require abortion clinics to ask women if they are 
being coerced. Planned Parenthood, one of the leadi ng abortion providers in the United 
States, opposes this Act claiming that it is a barr ier preventing women from accessing 
abortion services. I would add to Planned Parenthoo d’s claims, “whether the abortion is 
wanted or not.” So much for “choice”!

Human Beings Desrve the Right to Life Because They Are Human Beings

If being human is not what conveys moral worth, then what does? The answer to this question varies. But, as we shall see, the 
increased embrace of human unexceptionalism cuts across a wide array of ideologies. Let's first look at secular bioethics, the 
philosophy of health care and public policy taught in our most elite universities. The predominating view in bioethics is that being 
human is not what gives one value, but rather, possessing sufficient capacities to be considered a "person." Known as "personhood 
theory," believers argue that a being—whether human, animal, machine, or extraterrestrial—all must be measured by the same 
criteria, and each must earn the highest value by possessing minimal cognitive capacities, such as being "self aware over time." 
This means that there is such a thing in bioethics as the so-called "human non person," human beings who have not yet attained personhood—such as 
embryos, fetuses, and newborn infants—and those who lose it due to injury or illness that significantly impairs cognitive capacity. It isn't safe to be a 
non person. Non persons, in this belief, do not possess the intrinsic right to life or bodily integrity. Thus some bioethicists argue for the moral 
righteousness of infanticide, cloned fetal farming, and the right to harvest organs from those diagnosed in persistent vegetative states. Read the 
complete story. 

Men Can Suffer a Myriad of Grief Issues Following a  Partner's Abortion 
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) -- Abortion is frequently considered a woman's issue and one where men should have little no role 
in the decision and likely have little or no ill-effects afterwards. However, one man who regularly counsels men who have been 
involved in an abortion says that claim is unfounded. Kevin Burke is the associate director of Rachel's Vineyard Ministries, a group 
that reaches out to those adversely affected by an abortion to provide them hope and healing. In an interview with Zenit, Burke says 
men suffer from a myriad of problems following a partner's abortion -- especially one in which they lent their support or persuaded 
their partner to have. "We have all heard the exhausted phrase repeated over the years that 'abortion is a private personal decision 
between a woman, her health care provider and her God,'" Burke explained. "Men were seen to be peripheral figures in the process, 
detached and unaffected by the woman's 'choice.'" "The reality is that men are involved in 95% of all abortion decisions, and they are profoundly 
impacted by their participation in the abortion of their child," Burke added. "In our work as counseling professionals, my wife Theresa and I have worked 
with many individuals and couples who came to us for healing after abortion," he told Zenit. "In the last eight years we have seen a steady increase in 
men who attended our Rachel's Vineyard Retreats seeking healing." Read the complete story. 

Hillary Clinton Won't Compromise on Abortion Unless  She's Campaigning in Iowa  
Portsmouth, NH (LifeNews.com) -- Presidential candidate Hillary Clinton campaigned in New Hampshire over the weekend and told 
voters that the she won't soften her hard-core pro-abortion views if she's elected president. That could cause her problems as a 
recent poll showed extreme pro-abortion views are a turnoff to women voters. Clinton promised she would bring change as president 
but also vowed she would never compromise on her pro-abortion views. "Ultimately, to bring change, you have to know when to 
stand your ground, and when to find common ground," she said. "You need to know when to stick to principles and fight, and know 
when to make principled compromises." However, her emphasis on promoting abortion apparently isn't as strong depending on her 
target audience. As she campaign in more conservative Iowa on Labor Day, Clinton dropped any references to abortion out of her 
stump speech. Clinton didn't back down from her pro-abortion views in an August speech to leaders at Planned Parenthood. There, she pledged 
continuing support for the nation's largest abortion business and bragged of her 100 percent voting record with that organization. "I'm very proud of our 
partnership, of working together over so many years on behalf of reproductive freedom and health care and fundamental Constitutional rights and 
values," she said.

Researchers Identify New Adult Stem Cells to Treat Heart Attacks, Muscles  
Pittsburgh, PA (LifeNews.com) -- Scientists at the University of Pittsburgh Medical Center have discovered a unique population of 
adult stem cells derived from human muscle that could be used to treat muscle injuries and diseases such as heart attack and 
muscular dystrophy. These cells advance the kind of stem cell research that pro-life advocates support. The researchers isolated and 
characterized stem cells taken from blood vessels (known as myoendothelial cells). These cells are easily isolated using cell-sorting 
techniques, proliferate rapidly and can be differentiated in the laboratory into muscle, bone and cartilage cells. As a result, these 
characteristics may make them ideally suited as a potential therapy for muscle injuries and diseases. Drs. Johnny Huard and Bruno 
Péault led the study and published their results in the September issue of the journal Nature Biotechnology. "Finding this population of 

stem cells in a human source represents a major breakthrough for us because it brings us much closer to a clinical application of this therapy," Huard 
said in a press release LifeNews.com obtained. Dr. Huard also said that the therapies derived from the adult stem cells would avoid the immune system 
rejection issues that normally accompany the use of embryonic ones. Read the complete story. 

Kansas City Royals Star Mike Sweeney Could Get Awar d for Pro-Life Efforts  
Kansas City, MO (LifeNews.com) -- Baseball players come and go in today's era of free agency and multi-million dollar contracts. 
But Mike Sweeney has been Mr. Kansas City for years on the Royals baseball club and he may soon receive a prestigious award for 
his charitable work, which includes helping crisis pregnancy centers. Mike and Shara Sweeney has long been involved in helping 
residents in the Midwestern city, but it's his work assisting women considering abortion that has touched his life. In June, the couple 
hosted the Lunch for Life and raised $60,000 for local pregnancy centers who help women with problem pregnancies. During the 
dinner, Sweeney met 19-year-old Virginia Hansen who became pregnant and considered an abortion. "Part of her family turned on 
her, part of her friends turned on her and the father of her baby turned on her," Sweeney said. Instead of going to the Planned 

Parenthood abortion center, where she had an appointment, she drove to a home for unwed mothers. "She went there and they talked to her about the 
reality of what was inside of her," Sweeney said. Hansen and her baby appeared at the lunch, according to MLB, and she was honored with an award 
and showered with gifts, including a check to help her purchase a new car. "She knew nothing about it," Sweeney said. "That is probably one of the 
greatest things that I have done in my life."

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Fred Thompson: Rudy Giuliani's Pro-Abortion, Republ ican Views Don't Mix 
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) -- Fresh from his announcement last week that he is seeking the GOP nomination for president 
next year, former Tennessee Sen. Fred Thompson talked about one of his top opponents in a weekend interview. He said former 
mayor Rudy Giuliani's pro-abortion view is inconsistent with Republican principles. Thompson participated in an interview on Sunday 
with KTVI, a Fox News local affiliate. The television station asked the former attorney and actor if Giuliani is unfit to be the Republican 
nominee because of his pro-abortion position. Thompson initially avoided answering the question. "Rudy's like the rest of us. He's 
going to have to explain his record and why he did what he did and I'm going to have to do the same thing," he said. Pressed again 
about the ex-New York City mayor being out of step with most of the members of his party, Thompson was somewhat more specific. 

"I think a long record of pro-choice is inconsistent with what most Republicans think," Thompson said. "But you know, people have to make up for 
themselves, make up their own mind for themselves, as to how important they think that is. I think it's an important issue. It's one of many issues. We'll 
have to go through the process and let everybody have their say and let the people decide what their priorities are," Thompson explained. Read the 
complete story. 

Woman Says She Was Pressured to Have Abortion at Ge orge Tiller's Center  
Topeka, KS (LifeNews.com) -- The Kansas state legislature has been holding hearings on the status of the state's late-term 
abortion law and what can be done to better enforce it. During a hearing on Friday, one woman says she was forced to have an 
abortion at Wichita abortion practitioner George Tiller's center. Michelle Armesto, a 22-year-old Topeka resident, told lawmakers 
told the special committee on Federal and State Affairs how she was the victim of a coerced, and apparently illegal, abortion at 
Tiller's center four years ago. She said the recent hubbub concerning late-term abortions caused her to reflect on her own abortion 
experience and how she feels Tiller coerced her into having the abortion. Armesto told legislators she has hired attorneys and is 
considering pursuing legal action against the abortion practitioner. After pressure from the man who is now her husband and her 
parents, Armesto went to the abortion business. She says she was denied the opportunity to view an ultrasound on her baby before an out-of-state 
abortion practitioner killed the child with an injection of poison. She said that she was not able to sign consent papers until after the abortion process 
had started and that the only exams she received happened afterwards.
