WAR AGAINST TERROR: A Different Perspective  
  
  
It may seem incongruous to be writing an essay on R espect Life, when the subject is war. And 
yet, in this present century, we can not escape the  fact that lives have been taken, and are 
being taken daily, by people who allege that as a r esult of their spiritual beliefs, they 
have, not only the right, but the obligation to imp ose their beliefs on all of mankind. They 
are willing to accomplish their ends through the in discriminate use of violence. We have come 
to know these people as Islamic terrorists. These t errorists are being engaged around the 
world, but most specifically, at present, in Afghan istan and Iraq. It is in these two 
countries where American forces, and forces from at  least twenty other countries, have been 
deployed to engage the terrorists. The question has  been raised as to whether the war on 
terrorists is a just war. The answer can be found i n the Catechism of the Catholic Church : 
Section 2309 discusses four “strict conditions for legitimate defense by military force”: “-
the damage inflicted by the aggressor on the nation  or community of nations must be lasting, 
grave, and certain.” Disregarding, for the moment, the various attacks around the world, 
which have had lasting, grave and certain results, we only have to turn to the destruction of 
the World Trade Center , and the deaths of 3000 innocents, to fulfill this  condition. “-all 
other means of putting an end to it must have been shown to be impractical or ineffective”. 
The goal of the Islamic terrorists is the submissio n by all peoples to their brand of Islam, 
or death for refusing to submit. They have made neg otiation impossible, so discussion to end 
hostilities would be   ineffective and impractical.  “-there must be a serious prospect for 
success.” With all nations working to end the terro rist threat, along with the determination 
of free people to make sacrifices for their freedom , success is all but assured. “- the use of 
arms must not produce evils and disorders graver th an the evil to be eliminated.” Terrorists 
target civilians in places of business, schools, an d public places, disregarding any 
distinction between men, women, and children. The e vil committed is so grave, that it cannot 
be surpassed by the ordinary use of the force of ar ms. When reviewing the conditions for a 
just war, as defined in the Catechism, it seems cle ar, that the war against the terrorists is 
a just war.  
  
The question remains, how long will we fight this w ar? When will it end? When can we bring 
our soldiers home? These are all good questions, an d all reasonable. Peace is the goal of all 
decent people. I believe that the answer to these q uestions may be found in the not to 
distant past: In 1936, while jack-booted thugs para ded around Germany , and Hitler planned his 
next invasion, the people of Great Britain overwhel mingly supported a strong peace movement. 
At Oxford University, the peace movement was so strong , that students voted that they were 
not willing to fight for King and country. Ironical ly, many of the Oxford students who 
claimed that they stood for peace nonetheless died three years later in the Battle of 
Britain, along with more than 60,000 of their fello w citizens in German bombing raids.*  
  
If we have learned anything from this history, it i s that peace is not the absence of war, 
and failure to recognize and act against the danger s inherent in evil carries with it grave 
consequences. I have observed signs on lawns procla iming, “STOP THE WAR”, and it would be 
wonderful if we could stop war by proclamation. Unf ortunately, wars end in only two ways: 
victory or defeat. I know of no historical record w here parties ended the war by either 
singular or mutual disassociation. At present, ther e are citizens and politicians who want to 
end the war in Iraq, and possibly in Afghanistan, b y leaving the field of battle. That would 
end the battle in a particular place, but it is cer tain that the war would continue in 
another location, perhaps in a location much closer  than Iraq and Afghanistan . As responsible 
citizens, and people of honor and decency, we have an obligation to understand the present 
course of history, to be aware of the present dange rs, and to see the gravity of the dangers 
that confront us. It is an obligation imposed upon us by respect for life. An obligation 
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described by Pope Pius XII, “The American people ha ve a great genius for splendid and 
unselfish actions. Into the hands of America God ha s placed the destinies of an afflicted 
mankind. ”

Democratic National Convention Next Year Will See P rotests Over Abortion  
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) -- There are 10 months until the Democratic national convention next year in Denver, Colorado, 
but pro-life advocates are already making preparations for massive demonstrations there. They complain that not only is the party 
officially pro-abortion but none of the candidates seeking its presidential nod are pro-life. Several pro-life advocates planned to appear 
at the Pepsi Center in downtown Denver on Tuesday to discuss their plans for rallies and protests during the event. Rev. Patrick 
Mahoney, the head of the Christian Defense Coalition, said pro-life advocates will be coming from across America "to expose the 
radical pro-abortion policies of the Democratic Party and to pray for and end to the war on America's women and children through 
abortion." He said he's disappointed that "Senators Clinton, Obama and Edwards all support partial-birth abortion and resist any 

overturning of Roe v. Wade." He told LifeNews.com the early announcement about events would give pro-life people more time to prepare to 
participate.

New Hampshire Lawmakers Want to Revive Parental Not ification on Abortion  
Concord, NH (LifeNews.com) -- Two lawmakers are attempting to revive a parental notification law on abortion in New Hampshire 
after the state legislature took the old one off the books in the last session. Legislators scrapped the law even though the Supreme 
Court ruled it could be enforced in part and its unconstitutional sections thrown out. The notification statue, originally passed by the 
legislature in 2003, had never been enforced. Earlier decisions by lower courts found the law unconstitutional but the high court 
ruled that parts of the law that should be voided could be taken out and the rest of the law could remain intact. In July, Governor 
John Lynch signed a bill that officially repealed New Hampshire's parental notification law that allowed parents to know when their 
teenager daughters were considering an abortion. Now, Raymond Senator Jack Barnes and New Hampton Representative Fran Wendelboe want to 
bring back the law. They don't have specific language yet but they tell AP that it will be an improved version that keeps the rulings of the courts in mind. 
They intend to request a 48 hour window whereby abortion facilities must notify the parents of a minor teenager that their daughter wants an abortion. 
The bill will include a court-required judicial waiver option for teenagers who come from abusive homes to bypass the law. Read the complete story. 

Catholic University of America Under Fire for Pro-A bortion John Kerry Speech  
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) -- The Catholic University of America is coming under fire from pro-life advocates for approving a 
planned speech on campus by pro-abortion Sen. John Kerry. The university says Kerry won't take on the topic of abortion, but pro-life 
advocates say it violates guidelines set by the nation's Catholic bishops. Catholic University's College Democrats have invited the 
former presidential candidate to speak at the college, located in Washington. The school has approved the invitation but a date for the 
speech hasn't been set. Kerry has high ratings from NARAL and Planned Parenthood on abortion issues and only a 17 percent rating 
during this session of Congress from the National Right to Life Committee. Patrick Reilly is the president of the Cardinal Newman 
Society, which holds colleges and universities accountable for following Church teaching. He told the Cybercast News Service that 

CUA is out of line by inviting Kerry. "The Church's teaching on abortion is very clear: in every circumstance, abortion is gravely sinful," he added. "And 
any individual who assists in procuring abortion, which includes political advocacy of abortion rights under Church teaching, is sinful." Read the 
complete story. 

Sam Brownback Introduces Abortion-Ultrasound Bill i n the Senate 
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) -- Sam Brownback, the Kansas senator and Republican presidential candidate, has introduced a 
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new bill that would require abortion practitioners to perform an ultrasound and allow women contemplating an abortion to see the 
pictures of their unborn child. The hope is that it will persuade many women to keep their baby. The Ultrasound Informed Consent Act is similar to bills 
lawmakers in states like Texas, South Carolina and Georgia have proposed. Pregnancy centers routinely show women ultrasound photos and a high 
percentage of women decide against having an abortion. "It is necessary and right to provide a woman seeking an abortion with all the available 
information so that she may make the most informed decision possible," Brownback told LifeNews.com. "The [bill] would ensure that women have 
access to important information," he added. Brownback said the requirements of the legislation are placed solely on the abortion practitioner and not the 
pregnant mother. A woman seeking an abortion may refuse to view the images of the ultrasound after the results are made available to her. "I am 
hopeful that this bill will inform women and will cause a deeper reflection on the humanity of unborn children. It is important to promote a culture that 
values life in all stages," Brownback said. Read the complete story. 

Catholic Senators Blasted for Backing Tax-Funded In ternational Abortions 
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) -- A group of sixteen Catholic senators is under fire for voting to make taxpayers fund groups 
that perform and promote abortions in other countries. While opposing the views of their church on abortion is one concern, Rev. 
Thomas Euteneuer says making Americans promote abortion is quite another. Two weeks ago, as LifeNews.com previously 
reported, the Senate voted 53-41 to overturn a policy President Bush instituted on his first day in office in 2001 that protects 
taxpayers from funding international abortions. A contingent of Catholic senators were among the 53 voting for the pro-abortion 
amendment -- a group Euteneuer, the head of Human Life International, calls the "gang of 16." "For the most part it's the usual 

suspects who claim to be Catholic while their consistent pro-abortion votes amount to a betrayal of the Catholic faith," he told LifeNews.com, saying he 
expected them to vote to promote abortion. "At a time when these same politicians bewail America's standing in the world they vote to export death to 
nations that don't want it, in violation of those nations' religious traditions. They are the new 'ugly Americans' practicing imperialism at its worst," Father 
Euteneuer said.

National 40-Day Pro-Life Prayer Campaign Begins at Abortion Centers 
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) -- Pro-life advocates from across the nation are prepared to begin a peaceful 40-day prayer 
campaign outside abortion centers across the United States. Similar campaigns on the local level have resulted in numerous 
women changing their minds about abortion and more organized pro-life groups in cities and towns. The 40 Days For Life 
campaign starts Wednesday and concludes November 4 at places large and small. The national event features more than 80 
cities in 33 states.Fargo resident Mary Thoelke says the event will help people in North Dakota mark the nearly 1,300 people who 
lose their lives to abortion every year there. That's important to her state because it faces under population problems. "In a state 
struggling to maintain its population, a loss of 1,289 children in 2006 is no small disaster. This is more than the population of many 

North Dakota communities," she said. She said the prayer campaign "is an ecumenical event drawing peaceful, prayerful attention to the places of 
abortion in our land." "It is a call to a personal change of heart surrounding this issue and educational outreach to the people of our nation," Thoelke 
added. David Bereit, national campaign director for 40 Days for Life, told LifeNews.com that College Station, Texas experienced a 28 percent drop in 
local abortion numbers when initiating a similar campaign. "Houston, Texas saw an abortion facility shut down after more than 20 years of operation and 
Green Bay, Wisconsin activated more than 700 new volunteers into local pro-life efforts," he said. Read the complete story. 

California Group Will Do Assisted Suicide Counselin g After Bill Failed  
Sacramento, CA (LifeNews.com) -- After a bill to legalize assisted suicide in California failed again in the state legislature, 
euthanasia advocates are creating a new assisted suicide counseling service. Their goal is to provide help and information for people 
who want to commit suicide in a less direct manner that gets around state law. Rev. John Brooke, a United Church of Christ minister 
from Cotati is one of the organizers of the new End of Life Consultation Service. "Volunteers will neither provide nor administer the 
means for aid in dying," he told the Bay Area News. "Clients will obtain and self-administer these means. We will not break or defy 
the law." Brooke said the service will help terminally ill patients and elderly adults find information on end-of-life care and pain 
treatment. They will also help patients find a means of killing themselves but not administer the means directly. The new group will 
also provide people to be with those who decide to take their lives to appear at the time the suicide is committed. However, Randy Thomasson, 
president of the Campaign for Children and Families, one of the leading coalition groups opposing the assisted suicide bill in the legislature, told the 
news service the new campaign sounded like California death squads" to him. He said he would ask authorities to investigate the new counseling 
service once it begins.

Pro-Abortion Group Prepared to Spend $10 Million on  2008 Election Cycle  
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) -- Abortion advocates won both houses of Congress in the 2006 elections and they are looking to 
complete the trifecta by capturing the White House next year. One leading pro-abortion group, NARAL, is holding a banquet in the 
nation's capitol tonight to start its bid to raise as much as $10 million for that effort. NARAL spent about $3 million on election efforts in 
2006 and hopes to ramp up the figure to anywhere from $8 to $10 million in the 2008 elections. The group also wants to increase the 
number of Congressional districts in which its advertising money and staff and mailing support plays a role. Greenberg Quinlan 
Rosner Research pollster Al Quinlan has gotten involved with the pro-abortion group and he told The Hill that the kind of money 
NARAL raises could affect a small percentage of the voting population. He believes NARAL “can swing that election” in certain 

districts with close races where a huge infusion of cash could switch voters to the pro-abortion candidate or motivate pro-abortion voters to turn out at 
the polls. Quinlan told The Hill that NARAL can move about 1.5 percent of all voters to go to the polls or switch their allegiance to a pro-abortion 
candidate -- a margin that could easily shift a handful of Senate or House seats. Read the complete story.  

Woman May Have Died From Botched Abortion at Massac husetts Facility  
Hyannis, MA (LifeNews.com) -- Two weeks ago, a Massachusetts woman may have died from an abortion at an abortion business in 
this southeastern city. The unnamed woman apparently died after suffering hemorrhaging caused by an abortion obtained at Women 
Health Center in the Cape Cod town of Hyannis. It appears that abortion practitioner Rapin Osathanondh, did the abortion that may 
have caused her death.

The pro-life group says it has learned the name of the victim and that she is a Christian who attended a Calvary Chapel 
church in a nearby town. She has a space on the social networking site MySpace and is a cosmetologist who was born in Honduras and was adopted 
by a family in the U.S. The organization says a complaint has been filed against Osathanondh with the Massachusetts Board of Registration In 
Medicine regarding the abortion death.

Tom Tancredo, Ron Paul, Mitt Romney Address New Ham pshire Pro-Life Group 
Bedford, NH (LifeNews.com) -- Republican presidential candidate Tom Tancredo is a pro-life Colorado congressman best known 
for his views on illegal immigration. However, he tied the two issues together in a weekend speech to members of New Hampshire 
Right to Life -- who also heard representatives of Texas Rep. Ron Paul and former Gov. Mitt Romney. Tancredo told the pro-life 
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group on Sunday that his pro-life record goes back to his days in the Colorado state legislature where he was first elected in 1976. 
His state was the first to make abortions legal in 1967. The congressman linked the pro-life cause with his crusade against illegal immigration and said 
that the tens of millions of abortions over the last few decades have contributed to a worker shortage. Illegal immigration is fueled by that shortage, he 
said. Ron Paul's son represented him at the pro-life forum and said the Texas congressman uses a Libertarian approach to the issue which opposes 
federal restrictions on abortions but advocates that states be allowed to make abortions illegal again. And a representative of Mitt Romney's campaign 
also attended and said the ex-Massachusetts governor is the strongest pro-life candidate seeking the GOP nomination. Read the complete story.  

Researchers Explain Why Having Baby Reduces Breast Cancer Chances 
Seattle, WA (LifeNews.com) -- Researchers at a cancer center in Seattle have confirmed what previous studies have shown: women 
who bear children have a reduced risk of developing breast cancer. They say fetal cells “transplanted” to the mother before birth are a 
source of this protective effect. That's something that abortion denies. Scientists at the University of Washington and Fred Hutchinson 
Cancer Research Center presented their results in the October 1 issue of Cancer Research, a journal of the American Association for 
Cancer Research. They studied a concept called fetal microchimerism, which is the ability of cells from a growing unborn baby to take 
up long-term residence in the mother's body. Vijayakrishna K. Gadi, M.D., Ph.D., assistant professor at the University of Washington 

and research associate at the Fred Hutchinson Cancer Research Center, discussed the findings in a statement LifeNews.com obtained. "Our research 
found that these persisting fetal cells may be giving a woman an edge against developing breast cancer,” he said. “This experiment of nature is all the 
more fascinating because for years doctors treated a number of different cancers by transplanting cells from one person to another." Pro-life groups say 
the findings show women should be encouraged to have children instead of having abortions as it helps protect them from contracting breast cancer.

New Institute Will Study How Abortion, Euthanasia T arget Disabled People  
Virginia Beach, VA (LifeNews.com) -- Regent University, the Christian college in Virginia, has launched a new institute that will 
study how abortion and euthanasia are targeting the disabled community. The new organization will examine how the practices have 
created a multitude of human rights abuses ranging from sex-selection abortions to discrimination. Billing itself as a "multicultural 
response to medical and cultural trends impacting people with disabilities, the Institute for the Study of Disability and Bioethics will 
examine these sensitive topics. Mark P. Mostert, who will oversee the new center, calls the targeting of the disabled a global “silent 
war." "Medical and other scientific advances have improved the lives of people with disabilities in many ways. Rapid advances in 
genetic and other research mean that we now know more about what causes many disabilities than ever before," Mostert says on the 
group's web site. "However, progress has a more difficult side. Science can now detect genetic anomalies in the womb, and culturally there is greater 
acceptance than ever before for abortion or euthanasia for those who, in others’ judgment, will not, or cannot live a high-quality life," Mostert adds. 
Those forms of discrimination manifest themselves across the world and the Institute says approximately 100 million girls are missing from the world 
due to sex-selective abortions. Studies show screening tests for Down Syndrome are inaccurate up to 40% of the time, yet abortion rates are as high as 
95% for mothers carrying children diagnosed with Down's, it adds. Read the complete story.  

Mitt Romney, Mike Huckabee Reject Third Party Pro-L ife Approach 
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) -- That a handful of pro-life advocates are considering a third party bid for president next year holds 
no attraction for former Govs. Mike Huckabee and Mitt Romney. Both Republican presidential candidates have worked to attract pro-life 
voters and say they won't look to third party bids. Huckabee, who served as governor of Arkansas, told the Washington Post on Thursday 
that he would not seek or accept an invitation to run as a third-party presidential candidate from Christian conservative leaders. "No, I 
think a third party only helps elect Hillary [Clinton]," Huckabee said of the pro-abortion New York senator. "I don't see that being a good 
strategy for those who really care about pushing a pro-family, pro-life agenda," he added. If they want to do that, the smart thing to do is 
coalesce their support around Mike Huckabee. If they do that, I'll become the nominee, I'll win the White House." Romney, the former 

Massachusetts governor, has worked to increase his focus on attracting pro-life voters, especially in light of his conversion to the pro-life position only a 
couple years ago. Romney last week met with about 200 members of the conservative Council for National Policy and assured them of his opposition to 
abortion.
