Abortion's 3rd Victim: Dad
U.S. Conference Focuses on "Reclaiming Fatherhood"

SAN FRANCISCO, California, NOV. 29, 2007 (Zenit.org ).- Men also suffer from abortions because they gri eve the loss of their fatherhood,
said the founder of Project Rachel.

Project Rachel, along with the Archdiocese of San F  rancisco, and the National Office of Post-Abortion Reconciliation and Healing
(NOPARH), sponsored the first U.S. conference to fo  cus on the effects of abortion on men. The eventco  ncluded today at St. Mary's
Cathedral in San Francisco.

Vickie Thorn, the executive director of NOPARH and founder of Project Rachel for post-abortive women, told ZENIT on a trip to Rome that
grieving men can't be forgot ten, "After all, it ta kes two parents.”

"The model to help men with post-abortion healing h as to be different than for women," Thorn explained . "Men have a different way of
dealing with these issues. While with women, the em  phasis is on talking and crying, men have different ways to deal with their grief.

"A man's grief often is for the lost fatherhood. Th ere is grief for the child, but many times it focus es more on the loss within himself, that he
didn't make the transition into fatherhood."

Beginning a ministry

The two-day conference, "Reclaiming Fatherhood," featured experts, including therapists, from a var iety of backgrounds and countries,
speaking about men's healing process after abortion ; abortion's effects on men's spirituality; fatherh ood and abor t ion; and why men who
have been involved in abortion come for help.

Speakers included Tom Golden, author of "Swallowed by a Snake: The Gift of the Masculine Side of Heali  ng"; Warren Williams, author of
"Fatherhood Lost," "Missing Arrows" and "Fatherhood Aborted"; and Capuchin Father Martin Pable, author of "The Quest for the Male
Soul."

Supreme Knight Carl Anderson, of the Knights of Col umbus , said: "As an organization of laymen that has a st rong history and commitment
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to life, we think it is very important to highlight the issues faced by those fathers whose childrena  re aborted.

"There are three victims of every abortion, the chi Id and both of his or her parents, and it is our ho pe that this conference will be the
beginning of a ministry within the Church to these fathers, who grieve the death of their unborn child in isolation and silence."

Anderson and Thorn believe the "Reclaiming Fatherho od" conference will help men d ea | with the psycho logical trauma of post-abortion
reality the way Project Rachel has helped women who have undergone abortions deal with their emotional and spiritual scars.

Disabled Teenager Celebrates 16th Birthday After Mom Re  fused Abortion
Bristol, TN (LifeNews.com) -- Donna Joy Vance celebrated her sixteenth birthday recently but the occasion was "sweet" for a
reason that doesn't normally worry most teenagers. When Donna's mother Lori was pregnant with her, Lori's physicians found
Donna had a rare disability and advised her to have an abortion. Lori refused. The Vance family shared their story with News
Channel 11 and said a fatal disorder that doctors detect before birth may not turn out as bad as they may think. "We're celebrating
Donna Joy's 16th birthday,a  Lori Vance told the CBS television station. & celt's a special d ay because it's a day the doctors and
so-called experts way back when said would never come to be." When Donna was seven months into the pregnancy, doctors told
her mother that she had, or HPE. That's a type of cephalic disorder characterized by the failure of the prosencephalon (the forebrain of the embryo) to
develop. Doctors told Lori that her daughter would be blind, deaf, no face and no ability to swallow or move her arms and legs. As such, they
recommended an abortion. "Basically, everything that makes you a human being was going to be missing," Vance told News Channel 11. "They
wanted to terminate the pregnancy because they said she was going to die anyway." But Lori told the television station she was determined to give
Donna a chance at life despite what doctors at three hospitals told her.

Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) -- It's the ultimate moral dilemma when it comes to the issue of abortion -- What do you do when
a mother's life is at risk and she is pregnant? ABC News, in a television program airing tonight, highlights new research helping
pregnant moms who suffer from cancer to avoid having an abortion. The station's "World News with Charles Gibson" program on
Wednesday night focuses on the story of 26-year-old Linda Sanchez who received the news she had cancer just one day after
learning she was pregnant. Sanchez ultimately gave birth to her baby, Isabella, one month ahead of her due date. The healthy baby
showed no signs of the chemotherapy Sanche z had during the pregnancy. "Yes, chemotherapy is toxic. But what we have found is
that when given in the second or third trimesters it appears to be safe," said Dr. Jennifer Litton, breast oncologist at the MD

Anderson Cancer center, told ABC News. She said that focus on treatment later in the pregnancy has allowed dozens of mothers to give birth to

Late-Term Abortion Practitioner George Tiller Faces January Grand Jury
Wichita, KS (LifeNews.com) -- George Tiller, the abortion practitioner accused to doing illegal late-term abortions at his Kansas
abortion business, will face a grand jury hearing in January. News of the January 8 hearing date came on the heels of the state
Supreme Court rejecting a request from his lawyers to stop it. Retired Judge Paul Buchanan will oversee the grand jury process. The
Kansas Supreme Court issued a ruling Thursday saying a grand jury probe brought against late-term abortion practitioner George Tiller
can continue.

Emergency Records Reveal Abortion Center's Callousness t o Injured Woman
Hyannis, MA (LifeNews.com) -- Records from emergency services in Massachusetts reveal the callousness abortion business
staff had towards a woman who had just been victimized by a botched abortion that would eventually result in her death.
Transcripts of a 911 call reveal what one pro-life group calls a "cold-hearted dispassion." As LifeNews.com first reported, Laura
Smith, a 22-year-old from Honduras, died in September after getting an abortion from Rapin Osathanondh at the Women Health
Center abortion business. Officials with the pro-life group Operation Rescue obtained the transcript and audio recording of the
911 call a woman named Kim, who was an employe e at the abortion center, made after Osathanondh botched the abortion. Kim
called the Hyannis Fire Department on September 13 requesting medical assistance for Smith, who had aspirated and was not breathing. The audio of
the call is noteworthy for its brevity, with Kim providing no other details to emergency officials about Smith's condition at the time of the call or
mentioning she had just undergone a surgical abortion. Smith's mother, Eileen Smith, also listened to the call and said she was surprised at the lack of
emotion she heard, the pro-life group told LifeNews.com.

Over three hundred people from various nations met in Toronto, Ontario for a history-making event, The First International

Symposium on Euthanasia and Assisted Suicide: Current Issues, Future Directions. Hosted by the Euthanasia Prevention

Coalition of Canada (EPCC), the symposium was co-sponsored by diverse groups from Canada, the United States and the United

Kingdom as well as the Archdiocese of Toronto. With one thing in commona "opposition to legalization of euthanasia and assisted

suicided "disability rights advocates, medical and legal professionals, pro-life activist s, people of various religious faiths and

atheists came together to learn from the experts, find common ground and strategize. Presenters exposed the new directions and

strategies of the movement to legalize euthanasia and assisted suicide. According to Wesley Smith, who is a senior fellow at the Discovery Institute,
attorney, international lecturer and author of several books on bioethics (just to name a few of his credentials), "The euthanasia movement has
become much more sophisticated in the last few years." The "crackpot element" is no longer driving the movement. It is now "a professional model"
and "an elitist establishment movement" whose pitch is "just a little extra choice for people who are dying." The thread running through all the
presentations was the urgent need to establish a common response to this world-wide threat.

Reducing Abortions Would Significantly Cut Premature Bi rth Rate

Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) -- Two researchers say reducing abortions in the United States would significantly cut the rate

of premature births. Dr. Richard E. Behrman, representing the Institute of Medicine, has identified prior first-trimester induced

abortion as an & ceimmutable medical risk factor associated with pre-term birth.&  Behrman found that the premature birth rate

in the U.S. was 12.5% in 2004 -- 40 percent higher than the rate of 8.9% in 1980. Citing that data, researchers Brent Rooney, of

Canada, and William Robert Johnston, of Texas, published in a letter in the Journal of American Physicians and Surgeons, saying

that prohibiting abort ion would reverse the trend and also drive down medical costs. To back up their claim, they point to United

Nations data showing Poland dramatically reduced its rates of premature birth, maternal mortality and infant mortality within a few years after its
abortion rate declined by 98% between 1989 and 1993 (as a result of the passage of an abortion ban). They say data from UNICEF found that,
between 1995 and 1997, Polanda ™s pre-term birth rate dropped by 41.8% and maternal mortality decreased 41.4%, and infant mortality was down
by 25.0%.
